1030. APOLOGIES: 

Apologies for non-attendance were submitted on behalf Cllr. T Rees and Cllr. Mrs. Tudor.
1031. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:

Cllr. Snelson declared an interest in 1038bc. Cllr Mrs. Humphries declared an interest in 1038bc. 
1032. MINUTES: 
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting of Bobbington Parish Council held on 26 November 2014, a copy having previously been circulated to each member of the Council, be approved.

1033. MATTERS ARISING:
a. Highways Update – White Cross 
It was confirmed that all work to the collapsed drain was been completed on 27 November 2014 – Simon Griffiths of Staffordshire Highways has visited the site to ensure all is complete. He also confirmed that the ditch and culvert work had been completed.
b. Ice Busters Grit Bins
The Clerk had spoken to Simon Griffiths, Staffordshire Highways, who had suggested a grit bin assessment for Six Ashes Road. An Ice Buster grit bin may be available for the school, however, the other areas were unlikely to meet the specific ice busters criteria. It was agreed that the Clerk would request the assessment and speak to Mrs. Southall.
c. Fly Tippping Church Lane / Leaton Lane
The Clerk reported that she has contacted McCains head office and spoken to one representative, who explained that they still own the site, however, it is occupied, run and maintained by one of their suppliers. A further representative (with a greater knowledge of the site) is to call the Clerk in the next couple of days to discuss the matter further.

1034. HIGHWAY MATTERS 
Concerns were raised as to fly-tipping in the Parish. The Clerk was requested to look into the following areas specifically - the drive and entrance to Whittimere Quarry (Staffordshire Way) and the layby in Tom Lane.

Cllr. Snelson reported that the School had been awarded outstanding grading, across all areas, by Ofsted, which was an excellent result. The Clerk agreed to send a letter of congratulations.

Church of the Holy Cross 
Cllr. Mrs. Humphries reported that a new team vicar will be licensed the following week. The Rev. Charmaine Host will take up a half-time post as vicar of Swindon and Himley.

The recently formed singing group, the "Bobbington Singers", have already performed at a pre-Christmas concert at Wombourne and at a Carol Service at Trysull, and are now practising to sing on Palm Sunday at Wombourne. Anyone wishing to join the group is welcome.
1036. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

There were no questions from the members of the public present.
1037. FINANCE
a. Precept and annual budget
a. Draft accounts for the 9 months ended 31 December 2014 had been circulated prior to the meeting for review. No questions were raised. 

b. The Clerk had prepared a budget for the 2015/6 year in order to determine the precept required which was reviewed. Cllr. Humphries reminded the meeting about the noticeboards, which she understood to be nearing completion Cllr. Snelson proposed that the budget be approved subject to one amendment – that being the addition of £750 in respect of Village Maintenance.

c. Following agreement of the budget, the Clerk requested a proposal for the precept. She explained that there would be no grant from South Staffordshire Council as in the previous two years. Cllr. Mrs. Jones proposed a 10% increase on the previous year, which was seconded by Cllr. Snelson.

1038. PLANNING MATTERS
a. Received:
a. PA 15/00016/FUL Change of use from existing licensed; change of use from commercial use to residential use forming 3 new domestic dwellings with extensions Marstons Inns and Taverns, Royal Oak Inn Six Ashes Road Halfpenny Green Stourbridge

The application and plans were reviewed and discussed. It was agreed that the Council's response should request that any development to this landmark building be sympathetic and in keeping with the surrounding area.

The plans did not appear to include any provisions for the car park, which was of concern. Further development here would not be favoured. The Councillors requested that the District Council identify the area as greenbelt, if the planning permission sought was granted.

b) PA 14/00987/LUE – 3 Forest Lane, Halfpenny Green, Stourbridge DY7 5EB - Use of existing land as residential curtilage, in conjunction with the existing dwelling house.
Concern was expressed in respect of developments that appear to have been carried out. The Clerk had reviewed the planning pages in respect of the property and gave a brief summary of previous applications. Cllr McCardle agreed to speak to the planning enforcement team.

In respect of the application for the Certificate of Lawfulness, there were no comments other than a request for the land to remain in greenbelt.
