1044. APOLOGIES: 

Apologies for non-attendance were submitted on behalf Cllr. T Rees and Mrs. L Jones.
1045. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:

There were no declarations an interest.
1046. MINUTES: 
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting of Bobbington Parish Council held on 21 January 2015, a copy having previously been circulated to each member of the Council, be approved.

1047. MATTERS ARISING:
a. Fly Tipping Church Lane / Leaton Lane
The Clerk reported that she had spoken to the Wombourne McCains representative, who had confirmed that the site was currently run and maintained by one of their suppliers. However, he agreed that McCains will visit the area, clear it and take responsibility for it in future. It was confirmed that the area had been cleared and the temporary fencing put back up and moved forward.
Although the fly tipping along Tom Lane and the Staffordshire Way, had been reported to the District Council, it was noted that some rubbish remained at the locations.

1048. AFFORDABLE HOUSING

Charlie Riley had contacted the Clerk to explain that they were still making 

enquiries into two sites.

1049. HIGHWAY MATTERS 
Cllr. Tudor reported that the work on the Central Reservation outside the Post Office was still outstanding. It was also noted that the pull in was not surface dressed last year when all other roads were attended to.
Crab Lane will be closed for one week from 13 April 2015 between Six Ashes Road to Ruth Silk Way.

Highways have completed the grit bin assessment requested and have confirmed that as Six Ashes Road is on gritting route, it doesn’t meet the current criteria.

The Neighbourhood Highways team will be in the Parish on 4 June 2015 and 28 September 2015. Any suggestions as to work to be completed should be emailed to the Clerk.

An email has been received from a Parishioner, who had successfully defeated a speeding enforcement, along Six Ashes Road close to the junction with Gospel Ash Road. The email stated that the legality of the speed limit was challenged for the following reasons

“1 the length of the 30 limit it is only 548 metres, the minimum should 
    be 800 metres

2 only 1 sign on Tom lane, 2 are required by law

3 the visibility of signs and street lights in the area

The CPS have discontinued the case, it therefore calls into doubt the legality and enforcement of this limit. They had the information from the speed camera van and issued a summons, below is a copy of their e-mail

“I am writing to inform you that I have today sent a notice to the Justices’ Chief Executive, under section 23 of the Prosecution of Offences Act 1985, discontinuing the following charge against you: 17th July 2014 ~ exceeding 30mph speed limit on Six Ashes Road. The effect of this notice is that you no longer need to attend court in respect of these charges. The decision to discontinue these charges has been taken because Only one option should be chosen from 1 - 3there is not enough evidence to provide a realistic prospect of conviction.””

1051. PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

The Chairman requested that all Councillors introduce themselves to the members of the public present. Following which, each speaker was asked to introduce themselves. All present were interested in the recent applications concerning the Royal Oak Public House. The Chairman gave a brief introduction to the matter and explained the reasons behind the Parish Council’s response to the first application. District Cllr. McCardle addressed the floor to explain the process and respond to some of the concerns, which have been presented to him during the last few weeks. Cllr. McCardle confirmed that a temporary TPO was being placed on the Yew tree on site. Attendees were then given the opportunity to voice their concerns and raise questions to the Council. Various discussions followed in respect of, for example, the Yew Tree, access from Gospel Ash Road, car parking, green belt, bin store, community asset register, the process for responding to plans.
