991. APOLOGIES: 

Apologies for non-attendance were submitted on behalf Cllr. T Rees, Cllr. Mrs. L Jones and County Cllr B Edwards.
992. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:

993. MINUTES: 
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting of Bobbington Parish Council held on 18 June 2014, a copy having previously been circulated to each member of the Council, be approved.

994. PCSO Nicholls & local crime report
PCSO Nicholls read the crime report of the period 18 June to 19 August 2014. She also stated that the speed camera van has been in the Parish and is now also being sited at Gospel Ash.
Concern was expressed by those present at the meeting in respect of the cycling evenings that are regularly taking place. Some of these are time trials and therefore the cyclists appear to be paying little attention to other road users. It was noted that a cyclist had recently been killed in Enville and that a young boy had been injured in Bobbington. There was strong concern that someone could be seriously injured. PCSO Nicholls, will try and speak to the groups concerned and remind them of road safety.
995. MATTERS ARISING:
a. Affordable Housing Survey
No update had been received.
b. Tom Butler Cup

The Clerk had spoken to both Mrs Southall and Mr Tom Butler. Tom had confirmed he was happy with the suggested competition. It had been agreed with both parties that the presentation of the cup should be deferred until September. The Clerk agreed to contact the relevant parties and arrange a convenient date. 
996. HIGHWAY MATTERS 
The neighbourhood Highways team will be in the village on 23 to 26 September. The clerk asked for suggestions in respect of work to the completed, it was agreed that these should be emailed to the clerk. The following suggestions were made by those present:-

Footpaths along Gospel Ash Road – overgrown and need sweeping

Visibility fences at the Royal Oak and Whitecross – grass to be 

Strimmed, brambles cleared and general tidy up

The Clerk was asked to contact Highways for an update on the investigations into the suspected collapsed drain near to White Cross crossroads and the resurfacing of the central reservation outside the Post Office.
It was noted that the trees between Swindon Golf Club and the B4176 junction had been cut back, thereby improving the visibility of the B4176 signs. Since the last meeting Highways had advised that they were unable to reduce the width and size of the Bobbington arm of the sign, due to regulation and technical reasons. The only option therefore, was to remove the Bobbington wording from the sign and provide a “blank off box” above the arrow which now indicates Bobbington. This would still give clear direction for Telford / Bridgnorth traffic however, there would be no advance sign for Bobbington.
The District Council had provided information in respect of dog fouling tri-signs, it was tentatively agreed that no further signs are required at the current time.
