Enville Parish Council re SID

No further information had been received, the clerk had been unable to contact Enville’s clerk. County Cllr. Edwards explained that Enville Parish Council meet every other month. 
Julie Simpson explained she was extremely concerned about speeding cars in the village, as a result she has been in discussion with Melanie Langdon of Staffordshire Police. A mobile unit had been sited in the village during the previous week carrying out spot checks. A discussion followed which considered; SIDs outside the school, traffic recording strips, timing and positioning of SIDs and speed cameras.

523. JEFF SIM – STAFFORDSHIRE WILDLIFE TRUST – HIGHGATE COMMON
Jeff explained that a 10 year management plan was being written. Staffordshire Wildlife Trust were keen to receive the views of local groups. Highgate Common is a site of special scientific interest, as such it is legally protected and requires active management, hence the requirement for a management plan to protect the habitat.
