497. MATTERS ARISING:
Declarations of Interest

In Cllr. McCardle’s absence the question in respect of Declarations of Interest, discussed at the last meeting, was posed to David Pattison and Andrew Johnson. It was agreed they would speak with the returning officer.
Enville Parish Council re SID

Cllr. Kimbley had spoken with the Chairman of Enville Parish Council. The cost for each SID is approximately £6,000, it is suggested that two be purchased. Although this is too costly for Bobbington it was agreed that further information will be provided in due course. Cllr. Mrs. Jones enquired whether any statistics were available in respect of the SID’s that were outside the school. It was agreed that these would not provide a true representation given the operating hours.
Highways Response

Highways confirmed that Bobbington has been reinstated on the gritting routes now salt stocks have increased. They had attempted to look at the A Boards on Manor Lane however they were not out when the site was visited. They will keep the area under review.
Long Common – Abbotts Fall and Brelades
Cllr. McCardle had confirmed that activities at Abbotts Fall are being investigated by the Enforcement Team and Trading Standards.
Certificate of Air Worthiness

Cllr. Rees had e-mailed the CAA in respect of special licences - no response is believed to have been received. Further information is to be provided under airport matters.
498. DAVID PATTISON AND ANDY JOHNSON SOUTH STAFFORDSHIRE COUNCIL

David and Andrew discussed the core strategy and permitted development in respect of the airfield, providing an update on events since the meeting 9 months earlier. It is anticipated the core strategy at local level will be in place by Spring 2012.
The out of hours line in respect of gypsies and travellers was also discussed.

Cllr. Mrs. Jones raised concerns in respect of brambles in the hedge adjacent to the telephone box in the village. Other councillors believed that this had now been cut, however it was agreed it would be checked.

504. AIRFIELD MATTERS

There were 2 complaints – 1 from Bobbington, however the airfield hung up when the call became abusive.
Certificate of Airworthiness

Certificates of Airworthiness are supplied by the CAA, based on an engineers report. They are valid for one flight only. It has nothing to do with the airfield. It is the responsibility of the company performing the work to carry out the checks.
