1007. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:

1008. MINUTES: 
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting of Bobbington Parish Council held on 20 August 2014, a copy having previously been circulated to each member of the Council, be approved.

1009. MATTERS ARISING:
a. Affordable Housing Survey
John Lancaster and Charlie Riley had attended the meeting to provide an update on activities since the last instructions in June. Representatives had met with South Staffordshire District Council (SSC) in September 2014. All suggested sites were discussed. The planners at SSC have identified their preferred sites, two of which were also preferred by the Parish Council. 

The Housing Association are now making further enquiries with Highways in respect of one site, following Highways initial report. Upon receipt of the requested information the land owners will be approached.
John and Charlie offered to provide a further update at the January meeting of the Parish Council – the proposal was accepted by those present. They then left the meeting.
b. South Staffordshire Community Awards
The Chairman reported that both Parish Council nominations had been successful. Cllr. Snelson had been presented with the Lifetime achievement award at a ceremony the previous week and Mrs Southall was presented with the Contribution in Support of Young People award at the same ceremony.
Cllr. Snelson thanked the meeting for the nomination and praised those involved in the organisation of the awards and presentation evening, which had been a great success and very enjoyable.

The Clerk agreed to send a letter of congratulations to Mrs. Southall.

c. Tom Butler Cup
The Clerk confirmed that Cllr. Homer and Mr. Tom Butler would attend a special assembly at Corbett School on 17 October 2014, during which the cup would be presented.
d. Highways Update – White Cross & central reservation by Post Office

The neighbourhood team had spent 4 days in the village as scheduled. It was noted that some of the suggested jobs had been completed. Simon Griffiths from Staffordshire Highways had reported that the drain at White Cross should have been repaired, although this was not believed to be the case. The Clerk agreed to make further enquiries.
Works have been raised for the Central Reservation by the Post Office to be repaired. Highways also confirmed that Church Lane, Crab Lane and Tom Lane have been added to the drainage spreadsheet for ditching works and the gully at Crab Lane and Leaton Lane will also be cleared. Highways anticipate that the drainage and gulley work will be completed prior to the winter period.

Cllr. Snelson commented that the signage to the B4176 is much improved, however, HGV’s still appear to be turning round at the Royal Oak.
